Our proposed studies will address several practical and conceptual barriers to the inclusion of a measure of experienced
well-being in large surveys of older adults. We compare HRS findings for brief measures of experienced well-being with
fine-grained data collected in the Panel Study of Income Dynamics (PSID), the American Time Use Survey’s (ATUS)
new well being module, and the American Life Panel’s (ALP) DRM. We supplement these analyses with a series of
focus group and experimental studies to examine the implications of age differences in episodic memory and preferences
for emotional experience.
